In high school, | studied chemistry, science, biology and physics and about the time | graduated in 19
learned there were many ways to use what | had learned.

| beganto experiment with chemistry by making my own hydrogen to inflate balloons, as well as devel
and printing photographs. | dabbled in astronomy and learned the names of some of the constellations.

the idea of maybe getting a ham radio license. To do that, one needed to pass a test and be able to tran
receive at the rate of at least 10 words per minute.

Radio has come a long way since those early daysseTald radio tubes were replaced by "peanut tubes,
which were much smaller, almost as small as peanuts and made of metal instead of glass. When transis
invented, the size of a radio transmitter was reduced from a room full of equipment todelydits into a tiny
fob that unlocks a car door, or a cell phone smaller than a pack of cigarettes that sends a signal to some
tower.

| recently tried to show some school children how Morse code works and they said it was too hard to
takes a lot more study and experience to send a Morse code message than it does to push a few button
to just about anybody anywhere in the world on a cell phone.

We tend to think of a telephone in terms of a land line that sends sigmaigttta wire, but more and more
phone conversations are being sent at least part way by way of radio waves. Next time you make a cell
call, remember the early "ham" radio operators and be glad you don't have to do at least 10 words per n
Morsecode.

My good friend and fellow ham, Mike, NQ8D told me about a wooden tower he was buildin§2x4s,
which is somewhat based on ideas from the ARRL antenna book. I'm not much of a wood worker but the
simplicity and low cost couldn't be ignored. | decided to design my own using some 2x4s | had around the
house.

The base is made of thrpeessure treated 2x4s by eight foot
long, with a length of 2x4 spaced between them. Lag bolted
together, it looks like a big clevis at the top. Next | dug a hole
: . three feet deep and concreted the base into the ground. The ¢
section is made of two Fdot 2x4s with 2x4 spacers so it will fit
into the clevis and leave a space at the top for the single 16 fo
2x4. | drilled a hole through the base clevis and center section
inserted a 1/2 inch P y
aluminum rod. This ‘
made a perfect

After adding all of the hardware | needed at the top of the
tower, | was concerned about getting it up in the air. How heay
was it going to be? A couple pounds at the end of a 25 foot pc
can feel like a ton at the other end. With Coletta pulling a rope
that wasattached to the middle of the tower, and myself walkin
it up, we got it in place without so much as even a grunt. The
hinge worked perfectly. It was so easy | might have been able
do it myself! Coletta held it in place while | screwed in the lag
boltsto secure the tower to the base.

At this time the tower has a ten meter dipole made of
hamsticks so Coletta can get her 10M Worked All States. Clos
to the top are two eye bolts on either side. Ropes are attachec
these eye bolts and securedte base section. | believe this will
give it stability similar to guy wires.
